*  Entry forms and fee must be postmarked by Saturday, June 18, 2011.

*  Entries must be available for judging and display from July 12®-July 17

*  You must make a photocopy of this completed form to be presented before your quilt will be released at end of
show. No exceptions.

*  Use one form per entry(copy form as needed).
* Entries will be accepted in person at Salem Presbyterian Church, 436 E. Second Street, Salem, OH 44460, on
Tuesday, July 12, 2011 from 10:00AM until 2:00PM.

* If quilts are mailed to the show, it is the responsibility of the entrant to make sure sufficient packaging and postage

(including insurance costs) are provided for the shipping of the quilt both to and from the show.
*  Shipped quilts must be received before Saturday, July 9, 2011 and must be mailed to: United Quilt Guild,
Attn: Kim Williams, 12253 Lisbon Road, Salem, OH 44460.
All items must have your name & address securely attached to the back of the quilt or inside the garment.
Quilts entered into previous United Quilt Guild shows will not be accepted.
Torn, soiled or incomplete quilts will not be accepted.
All entries must consist of three layers(two layers of cloth with batting material between the layers) and must
be quilted either by hand or machine, with the exception of Category K.
